CODE OF CONDUCT FOR STUDENTS

University located at Mainpuri road, Shikohabad, Firozabad, Uttar Pradesh came into

existence on June 24, 2015 by virtue of an Act of Uttar Pradesh Legislature viz., " Uttar
Pradesh Adhiniyam,2015".
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All students of J. S. University shall compulsoriy display their University ID cards by
wearing it round their neck. If any student is found without an ID card on any day, he/she
will be marked absent for that day.

The University expects all the students to behave in a manner expected of a prudent
person.

The students shall be dressed in a presentable manner which does not invite criticism from
any quarter.

The students shall strictly adhere to the class timings and be punctual in attending all
classes.

The students shall maintain strict decorum of silence in the class when there is a change
from oneteacher to another.

The students shall maintain absolute silence during the class hours and shall not indulge
inany activity which disturb either the teacher or the fellow students during class hours.

The students shall speak to the teachers with utmost respect either during the class or
outside the class hours.

The students should be polite indealing with the employees of the University irrespective
of the cadreto which the employee belongs.

The students shall maintain the highest order of cleanliness in the classroom as well as in
the university premises.

The students should not indulge in boisterous behaviour at any place on the university
campus.

The students shall follow the directions issued in common places such as library, canteen,
sports fields, auditorium, gymnasium etc.

The students shall strictly follow the schedules given by the class teacher regarding the
assignments, class tests, examinations, practicals etc.

The students shall follow the instructions given by the teacher during practical hours in

relation to the use of laboratory/workshops/implements/equipments.

1‘4 r‘Wheq taken out on fields by the subject teacher, the students shall maintain discipline
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not only while travelling in the university vehicle but also in the place where they visit
for the courses.

Whenever the student has queries regarding their performance from either the class
teacher or from any office in the Faculty/University, they should follow the procedures
laid down for the same and approach the concerned with utmost respect to the Authority.
The students shall pay all prescribed fees at the stipulated times and avoid being
penalized for non-payment of fees.

The students shall follow all accepted norms in the examinations.

During the time of functions organized by the Faculty/ University, the students shall
abide by the instructions given by the organizers.

The students shall encourage the participants in different competitions/ events and
ensure that their behaviour will not discourage the participants in the events.

The students shall not indulge in unlawful assembly at any place within the campus.

. Any problem encountered by the students should be brought to the notice of the

Authorities immediately available inthe Faculty/University

The students should never take law into their own hands and report any matter of
lawlessness or harassment to the University Authorities immediately who, in tum,
will initiate suitable action.

The students shall participate in all national events such as Independence Day,
Republic Day organized by the University.

The students should not indulge in any of the activities which adversely affect

the reputation of the University.

25.UGC has directed all the universities to strictly implement anti-ragging measures in

universities and colleges. Itis also the responsibility of the Faculties in the university to
ensure safety of the newcomers and to protect them from any incidence which may
harm either their physical or mental faculties. The Deans/Principal of Faculty may
implement anti- ragging measures strictly in their Faculty. Any student, who has been
found involved in the incident related to ragging, strict disciplinary action as
enumerated in UGC Regulations on Curbing the Menace of Ragging in Higher
Educational Institutions,2009.

Any violation of the provisions mentioned above will be viewed as an Act of Misconduct and

the concerned Dean of the Faculty shall impose penalties on such students immediately

pending inquiry by suspending the concerned student from attending classes for a period not

ex&:q'edlr%g-x one month. Further, in the case of serious breach of these provisions, the
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concerned Deans/Principal of Faculty shall report the matter to the University for
conducting an inquiry. If any student is found guilty after due inquiry by a Committee
nominated by the Vice Chancellor, he/she shall be liable for punishment which may extend to
suspending the concerned student from the college upto two semesters. Repeated offence by

a student may lead to rusticating the student from the University.
